Announcements

1. Our Pinewood Derby is Saturday, Jan. 28th in the upstairs Youth Room at the Copperfield Baptist Church.  Weigh-in begins at 7:30 and closes at 8:45.  Racing starts at 9:00 am sharp.  Be sure to check the website for what concessions your Den is to bring. 
2. If you are unable to attend Scout Night with the Houston Aeros on the 28th, the Aeros have agreed to honor free ticket requests for the following week.  Send in the request with the revised date written in.  We will not be attending the event as a Pack this year.
3. Our Blue & Gold Banquet theme this year is “Games are Wild” hosted by Wolf Den 3.  We’ll start promptly at 6:45 pm with awards followed by dinner catered by Fuddruckers.  Scouts eat free and parents siblings pay $6/person.  Scouts are to wear their full Class A uniform.  Pick up the handout for activity details.
4. Friends of Scouting (FOS) will make a brief presentation and collect contributions at our Blue & Gold Banquet.  FOS efforts fund a significant portion of the Sam Houston Area Council’s costs each year, so please consider participating.
5. The Raven Patrol will host our Spring Campout at the Armand Bayou Nature Center the weekend of March 24-26.  As this is not a state park, the cost is $15/family per night or $20/family for the weekend.  More details later.

6. The Pack is in need of a parent volunteer to act as our Summer Camp Coordinator.  The role is ideal for a parent who is planning to attend Rising Star Day Camp with his/her son.  This parent will need to attend council meetings (3-4 at most!), keep the Pack updated with regards to Summer Camp dates, and collect and submit day camp and overnight camp registrations & payments.  There is NOT a huge time commitment associated with this position and prior experience is not required.  The first requirement is a mandatory meeting for Pack representatives on Wednesday, Jan 25th.  Please contact Duncan if you're willing to help.
7. Membership drives are held each spring and fall to attract new Scouts.  We are also in need of a parent volunteer to serve as our Rally Coordinator.  At his/her discretion, the coordinator could assemble a committee to spread the workload.  The coordinator is responsible for:
· attending Pack committee meetings prior to rally night,
· creating a circular to be included in the Copeland Hoofbeat in advance of the event,

· attending 1 or 2 pre-rally District informational meetings,

· assembling rally night handout materials provided by the District, 
· arranging for Scout volunteers to participate at rally night and bring brag items (PWD cars, Raingutter Regatta boats, Koo sticks, etc.) for display,
· arranging for 1 or more leaders to hand out reminder stickers to kids during lunch the day of the rally,

· liaising with Pack 435’s coordinator,
