The following is an e-mail received from a friend of a member of Troop 202, chartered through the Langham Creek YMCA.   The author, Dr. Mike Kiernan, an Assistant Scout Master and his son Patrick are members of Troop 230 in New Orleans.  His message underscores the importance and benefits the skills, training and preparedness the scouting program provides.

”As you may have heard, I had to step into the role of Chief Medical Officer and directed the rescue efforts at Tulane Medical Center along with 11 other members of our command team. Patrick was sensational during the crisis.  He helped Ashley evacuate our family and was a huge help to me during the crisis.  He actually got the message about the levee break to us at the command center when the state and federal authorities would not tell us the truth.   That enabled us to save out ER, Central Supply and other first floor facilities by moving them up in time.  The sporadic calls I had with him were the single best source of outside info we had to know what was going on and to judge how to respond.  He was cool and calm and I was greatly relieved and able to focus on my job knowing he was there to watch over Ashley and Elizabeth during their evacuation.

Also, I would like to share with all the Scouts and Scouters that I personally used EVERY SINGLE BSA SKILL I EVER LEARNED OR TAUGHT during this crisis.  I drew maps, determined latitude & longitude for the helos, used my compass to orient our landing field, taught people how to tie knot and lashes to secure patients to stretchers, taught chair and stretchers carries and even erected the pole holding our wind sock.  I showed 2 docs how to paddle a canoe.  I used first aid.  I showed people how to make reasonable bedroll out of sheets and blankets and how to make a protective suit of garbage bags for wading thru water.

I was not alone in this.  Many of the people who were assisting me said they, too, learned their survival skills thru Boy & Girl Scouting. Many of us brought Scout backpacking and camping gear with us to help us thru the ordeal...  My point is that I saw first hand in a desperate situation the importance of the Scout Motto, Scout Law and Oath.  These are not empty words.  In trying our best (Cub Scout Motto) to live up to them, the Scouters involved were able to save nearly 2000 lives in and around Tulane and Charity Medical Centers.  

It is my fervent hope that all our Scouts take these words even more seriously now.  BE PREPARED!   You never know when Scout skills and attitude will be needed.
