Basic To Do’s for
Arrow of Light Ceremony
1. Very early on in the process, you must decide if you want Akela and the scouts to assist.  This is recommended.

2. If so, you must register at www.bsatroop838.org/oa.  You will find a registration form on this page.  Fill it out and submit.  You may never be contacted by the group.  To see if you are scheduled, view the calendar.

7. The ceremony can happen anywhere selected by the Webelos patrol(s).  You must make sure the scouts/Akela know where they are to go.  Patrol is responsible for arrangements.

3. Arrows are to be supplied by the patrol.

8. The parent/guardian of the boy makes the arrows.  The best way is to have a parent arrow-making meeting so all parents can make the arrows together.  The boys are not to see the arrows until they are presented by Akela at the ceremony.  Arrows need to have the boys name on them in large letters on white background in the same place on all arrows.  This makes it easier for Akela to read them in the dark.

4. You can find arrow instructions on the web, but here are the basic ones, starting from stripes from feathers to point:

· Orange – Tiger

· Dark Blue – Bobcat

· Red - Wolf; If boy earned arrow points, follow with gold for gold arrow point and as many silver bands for silver arrow points earned.

· Light Blue – Bear; follow arrow points as described in Wolf.

· Dark Blue/Gold/Light Blue – Webelos; followed by as many silver stripes as pins earned.

· Yellow – Arrow of Light

· If Texas patch earned, a red/white/blue band.

Note:  Bands for rank are all the same width.  Bands for arrow points and pins are narrower.  There is no set width.  This is determined by the parent based upon the amount of awards earned by the boy.  The more awards, the smaller the bands, so they all can fit.

9. Parents need to make a few ‘not worthy’ arrows for Akela to break.  These should be easily distinguishable from the others, in the dark.

10. The pack will make a donation to the Sam Houston Area Council (SHAC) for the Boy Scouts performing the ceremony, $100.  Contact the Pack treasurer to have ready at the ceremony.  Tips for the Boy Scouts by the Webelos patrol(s) are optional.

11. Boys should select Boy Scout Troop they plan to bridge to before the ceremony date.  Contact these troops and they will be present to receive the Webelos at the bridging ceremony which immediately follow Arrow of Light.  Don Jones has the bridge for the bridging ceremony.
